- the Aristotelian impact on medieval theological thought: the Thomist doctrine – an attempt to reconcile Aristotelianism with Christianity; expressions of the Aristotelian impact on medieval political theology: ante Alighieri, Jean de Paris, Ægidius Romanus, Marsiglio of Padua, Bartolus da Sassoferrato;
- the ruin of pontifical theocentrism.
