How can we reconcile solidarity with 
personal and collective initiatives? How can this solidarity be 
maintained when people are experiencing successive crises? 
Participants will question the need to strengthen solidarity within 
Europe and the objectives that the Union should set itself to 
strengthen solidarity between peoples, but also between Member 
States or between the Union and the rest of the world.
